My fun with Ethanol

About three months ago my TR6 left me
stranded in a not so good part of Jacksonville so
instead of making a spectacle of myself and try-
ing to fix it in one of our finer neighborhoods, I
had it towed home.

I first focused on the ignition system since |
have had problems with cheaply made points in
the past but it all checked out. I didn’t suspect
the fuel system at first since I rebuilt both carbs
and fuel pump two years ago and surely those
repairs should last more than a few years.
Wrongo!

On further investigation, I determined that
my fuel pump was intermittent and the pressure
was low. I took the pump apart and found that
one of the rubber wafers that make up the inlet
check valve was swelled and was no longer keep-
ing the gas moving on one direction towards the
Carburetors.

Without giving it much more thought, I had
another fuel pump kit so I rebuilt it again. That
was three months ago and yesterday I noticed a
puddle under my car. Normally this is not un-

usual for us Triumph owners but this was gaso-
line. To my dismay it was coming out of a small
vent hole at the bottom of the fuel pump. Yikes!
I just rebuilt it!

Since I’m getting very good at removing the
pump, I determined the problem in about 5 min-
utes. The diaphragm was flaking apart and kinda
gooey. It finally dawned on me that I was suffer-
ing from the same thing as all those boaters with
melting fiberglass gas tanks...Ethanol!

Poking around on the internet it seems that
the gas we use is 10% ethanol and it is wreaking
havoc on other groups of folks as well. A group

of Mustang Club members complaining about
continued accelerator pump problems, A Mini
owner with the same experience as me, Hot
Rodders continuously have to replace the needle
and seat on their Holley carbs and so on.

I had another rebuild kit that was of much
better quality in my shop so I used the diaphragm
from that kit and used old stock check valves
that use a fiber wafer instead of rubber. I’ll keep
an eye on this in the months to come. Feel free
to contact me if any of you have gone through
this or could recommend a solution.

As a manufacturing and development engineer
for the intimate apparel industry (when asked what
it is I do this sounds better than saying “I’m in La-
dies underwear”), my industry has been moving
manufacturing overseas by degrees for more than
the past half century. As companies here closed or
were amalgamated into larger conglomerates, many
positions were made “redundant”, as the British say,
and jobs became fewer here, so the move was not
unforeseen.

Once in China, I was stationed in the city of
Panyu, about 40 minutes by taxi south of

Guangzhou. Hong Kong became my weekend re-
treat of choice. From where I was it was easy to
negotiate travel to HK or anywhere in China and
beyond, and being adventurous, I became even
more adept at it than some of the locals. I memo-
rized all the bus and train schedules and knew ev-
ery route. Why? Because most of the signs were
not in English other than route numbers and if lost,
no one spoke English to ask directions. My Chi-
nese friends routinely called me for the best route
to wherever as a result.

THE CARS OF CHINA

As a car enthusiast, living in China is a
true sacrifice. It has no real history beyond
Government cars and the future is only get-
ting to the café racer stage at this point. Even
though they have the Shanghai and Macau
Grand Prix events, they have put more em-
phasis to newer sports on Basketball, Soccer
and Volleyball, with the traditional swimming,
badminton, ping-pong and gymnastics as their
staple sports. Racing and performance cars are
only beginning to catch on in the South be-
cause of their proximity and exposure to Hong
Kong and Macau as well as Shanghai with its
international traffic.

Public transportation was pretty good with
subways and buses accessible or you can al-
ways use the clapped out red Jetta cabs that
are so prevalent in any citified area, but you
have to barter fare with them every time you
get in. If anybody ever had any doubt about
the Chinese ability to build and maintain some-
thing that lasts, these incredibly abused Taxis
are testimony that they can. Running on LPG
and 24/7 with almost no regular maintenance
—not even washed — they are on average over
10 years old, but are seldom broken-down by
the roadside and, like the Crown Vic/Grand
Marquis of the States, parts and mechanics can
be found anywhere and at any time of the day
or night.

Collector cars are almost nonexistent in
China, though a few very wealthy folks do
keep private collections of very high-end Eu-
ropean cars. | had become friendly with a shop
in Panyu that serviced both local and the few
imported cars in the area. They seemed to do
a good job and the owner showed me his col-
lection of cars, none of which were able to be
registered in China. His collection consisted
of a green RHD 66 VW Beetle, yellow RHD
68 Mini, white LHD 72 Mercedes 240D and a
canary yellow 75 Lincoln Mark V (which I
gave him a set of NJ tags for). He had some
other interesting works-in-progress including
an old Chinese military Jeep and a Chinese

diplomatic car, which I’ll get into later. The
most interesting of the bunch though was an
odd version of a WWII US Military MB1 Jeep.
Though it looked like a legitimate Willy’s Jeep,
it was a comically large copy, the dimensions
scaled-up to fit on an old Dong Feng (Nissan)
military truck chassis. It looked like a prop
from the old “Land of the Giants” TV show. It
was really strange to see and even weirder to
sit in.

As the teenage population in China, now
exposed to more western TV, racing and mov-
ies like “The Fast and the Furious”, comes of
age, I foresee those old Jettas as the basis for
some home-grown hot rods. They are the 30’s
Fords of this country — plentiful, relatively
simple and cheap. The Chinese are great at
adapting and copying things cheaply (if not
always well). At the moment they are turning
the Geelys, Hyundai Coupes (4 cylinder
Tiburons) and VW Derbys and Polos into café
racers — visual modifications only, as wheels
and fiberglass or molded plastic add-ons are
available inexpensively to a low wage popu-
lation. But I can see them making copy GTI-
like performance parts to fit those Jettas.
They’ll be some garbage out there initially, but
the kids and the shops will sort it out. The dif-
ference is that the Government can step in and
just take them away if street racing gets too
dangerous. And with a shortage of steel and
other materials, scrapped cars do not sit long
waiting to be salvaged. It will be interesting
to see.

THE CARS OF HONG
KONG

If ever there was a dichotomy in all styles,
the difference between Hong Kong and China
is it. Hong Kong is always decked out in the
latest fashion and every European, U.S. and
Asian designer clothes are available. This is
especially true on the road. Cars are expen-
sive to buy and own in HK and they only buy
the latest and best. Mostly they are Japanese
cars, though there are any number of Lotus,
Bentley, Range Rover, Maserati and Ferrari

cars, as can be seen valet parked front and cen-
ter at every major hotel and posh night spot in
the evenings. They are generally the latest,
top-of-the-line models, often then modified for
comfort, handling and appearance, but mainly
for individuality. There are heavy restrictions
on what is allowed in terms of mechanical
modification. Dropping a larger or better per-
forming engine into a car is just about illegal,
itis so difficult to get through the bureaucracy,
so new factory full performance models or
factory modified models are the performance
seekers preference. They have had the origi-
nal Skyline GTR since the 70’s and legitimate
Japanese version twin-turbo Subaru WRS/
WRX series since they were introduced. But
they are fickle. Cars are seldom over 5 years
old as, and, even if you would want to keep
one longer, it is very difficult to register and
maintain older cars. Storage, like New York,
is very scarce and expensive.

Owning a classic car in Hong Kong is as
much a labor of love and passion as it is ex-
pensive. There are a lot of hurdles to cross.
For the most part, not many classics are found
for sale in HK unless bought from another
collector. Finding a restoration project gener-
ally means it needs to be imported. And with
an RHD only requirement for anything to be
driven, it greatly limits what is available and
where they can be found. Most cars come from
the UK, Australia and New Zealand, with the
odd diplomatic car coming from the Indian
subcontinent.

One of the only American classic cars I
saw there on the road was actually not. It was
an Australian market 1968 Mustang V8 con-
vertible. Whether it was converted from LHD
by Ford of Australia or was done privately, |
don’t know. Having owned a 68, I know the
instrument panel was pretty much mirrored
left to right, so it would have been no mean
task to do, but the steering, pedals, etc. where
either custom fabricated using home market
Falcon parts or a kit was available.

The levels to which they go to restore
these cars are also extraordinary. One MG club



member is on his second MGA which is documented
in the pictures I brought. The car was actually found
in a barn in PA and was in such miserable condi-
tion, it had been passed on as a parts car here. Its
saving grace was that it was supposedly an RHD
car brought back from St. Thomas. I say suppos-
edly because when the car arrived in HK and was
fully dismantled, it was discovered it was in reality
an LHD car with the steering rack turned over and
the pedal box shifted to the right. The pedals were
then mangled to correct their angle for RHD and
still hopelessly wrong. The only correct piece was
the instrument panel, obviously sourced from an
RHD car. The rebuild is still on-going after 2 years,
the economy slowing it down now, but the rolling
chassis, completed last spring, was entered in a
Concours show and took home a trophy. The task is
staggering compared to what we in the US would
undertake, and parts are near impossible to find lo-
cally, the overall cost to restore, even with lower
labor rates, is incredible and lengthy. They will out
of necessity rebuild anything as opposed to the time
and cost involved finding and importing new or even
used parts. The red MGA in some of the photos is
this fellow’s other car.

All this said, and considering the size of the
country, there are quite a number of Concours qual-
ity collector cars around, as well as any number of
well kept, but worn drivers. I have judged some of
the Classic car club of HK events and many of these
cars are spectacular. One of the most interesting is
actually a Chinese Government car. The “Red Flag”
is a huge, black, somewhat Soviet looking limou-
sine that is striking in both its size and finish. The
body is Chinese hand built over a late 1950’s Lin-
coln chassis that was imported from the US. Built
at a time when the Party had everyone on bicycles,
only a few were ever made and I have been told on
3 survive today.

This one was a beautifully done car that took
best in show honors, though was clearly modified
with a more modern AC compressor and alternator
(a 50’s Lincoln would have had a generator). Be-
sides this one, I saw another restored one in HK,
though not nearly as well, and a third I am not sure
is even in the count as it was in such miserable, rusted
and incomplete condition, that it could barely be
counted as a car. That last car is owned by the Chi-
nese shop in Panyu that had the few collector qual-
ity classics I saw in China.

The HK Classic Car Club cars are superb and
varied. This is a real Concours show, judged with
dirt and originality counting much more than it would
at any similar event in the States, save a Pebble
Beach, but this is more of a local event than that.
Considering the cost of upkeep and storage, as well
as the amount of wet, humid weather and that they
do drive these cars, it is impressive.

I was involved with the club from before I even
lived in China, having hooked-up with them while
working off-and-on in HK some years before. I got
into their restoration act in HK working with Rich-
ard Hawkins, the restorer of the two MGA’s and sev-
eral other Concours quality cars. I had already de-
veloped a set of full leather seat upholstery kits based
on the Moss Deluxe kit for the MGB and had sold
him a few sets, including the MGC set you see in
the photos I brought. I then had custom leathers made
in stock appearance for the MGA in dove grey with
blue cording. There are only about 30 MG’s of any
type in HK, so to see 20-25 cars at a Concours event
when the morning threatened rain is outstanding.
Mainly B’s, BGT’s and early T series, I have seen
only 2 RV8’s and a few TF1600’s, all in daily use.
For the most part, the MG’s are in top shape, with
few modifications. The club is a great group and I
certainly learned a few things from them on how to
enjoy our cars and each other’s company. Cheers!

NEW OWNERS
OF SAAB FACE
TOUGH ROAD
AHEAD

For the new owners of Saab
Automobile to make money sell-
ing small numbers of cars across
the globe, they have to return to
the Swedish automaker’s roots,
industry analysts say.

Somehow, a consortium of
investors led by custom sports car
maker Koenigsegg Automobile
AB must restore Saab to the
quirky, cutting edge and reliable
brand once favored by profes-
sionals who wanted to look smart
rather than wealthy.

“It was seen as a discerning
choice”, said Tim Urquhart, se-
nior automobile industry analyst
with the consulting firm HIS Glo-
bal Insight in London. “It was a
professional’s vehicle, a doctor’s
or an architect’s. A quality ve-
hicle, but not a obvious statement
like Mercedes or BMW.”

General Motors Corp. an-
nounced Tuesday that it has
struck a tentative deal to sell the
storied brand, which started as a
Swedish aircraft maker. The sale
is to include A $600 million fund-
ing commitment from the Euro-
pean In vestment Bank, guaran-
teed by the Swedish government.

GM gave no details on the
financing but said the sale should
close in the third quarter. The
troubled Detroitbased GM ini-
tially will get no return on its in-
vestment. If the new company
turns a profit, GM could receive
the $150 million in cash that Saab
has left over from GM’s owner-
ship, plus the value of Saab’s as-
sets
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1930 MG M Type Midget

The 1930 MG M type was the first mass produced MG “sports type car” as it was referred to by
the factory. It was a four cylinder car with in the early stages a (partially) fabric covered body
from the windscreen rearward. It s four cylinder power plant was really a slightly modified
Morris engine. The car was designed as a “sporty car” rather than a sports car but it provided
such good road holding and performance abilities it was soon referred to as a real sports car by
the motoring press. In 1930 the factory entered a team of M type midgets in the Le Mans double
twelve race. The cars did well and finished with an average speed of 60.2 miles per hour for the
24 hours.

The M type was available as I’ve drawn it here as a two seat sports car with the fabric body
previously mentioned. They were also available as a “Sportsman Coupe” with either a fabric
covered body or metal body with a fixed head roof and two rear seats. It was also available as
the Double Twelve midget with cycle wings and a highly tuned engine. Most of these cars were
painted in the brown and cream MG factory colours.

The car drawn was owned by Gerry Gougen and was part of his MG Museum in Westminster
Vermont. It was red with black wings (fenders) and top and a black interior. After Gerry’s death
the cars in the museum were sold and I have no idea of where that car is today.

MAGNETIC DRAIN PLUGS: Magnetic drain plugs, according
to an SAE paper which describes carefully documented tests, will
double the life of transmissions and differentials. They extract all
ferrous metal which the unit is continually creating and which
may pass through and damage highly polished bearings with the
unfiltered oil. The same is true of engines that do not have full
flow filtration. They are a 100 percent contaminant remover as
long as the contaminant is iron based, which we know is not al-
ways the case. Magnetic plugs are used extensively in aircraft and
heavy machinery oil systems. Perhaps as important, they allow
you to see wear in the unit in which they are installed. I found a
piece of a gear tooth in one of my gearboxes. Upon disassembly I
found a badly chipped tooth, which could have created very ex-
pensive damage. Gearboxes do not have a filter as engines do, so
they have no protection. A magnetic drain plug is strongly recom-
mended. In that no major parts supplier offers these items for
XPAG/EG engines or any MG gearboxes, we can now provide
them.
